Letters For Our Elders

You may earn 3 hours per blanket, maximum four blankets, 12 hours. There are specific
instructions. Blankets are only ONE layer due to our climate and hospital storage space.
Bring completed ACTS to Mrs. Harmann. Students are responsible for transporting
blankets to a Project Linus drop off location. Link to instructions.
On second column, click on No-Sew Fleece Blanket #1.
For alternate edge finish, see No-Sew Fleece Blanket #2.
